What is a Kern Scholarship

The Kern Scholarship Program is designed for
younger men and women who are committed to
serving God in local congregations after completing
a Master of Divinity degree. The program fully funds
tuition for seven new students per year.

Those who are selected to be Kern Scholars will
join a learning community in which students
progress together toward their academic and
ministry goals. They take selected classes together
and come together for social events, retreats, and
other activities. The program is sponsored by the
Kern Family Foundation of Waukesha, Wisconsin.

The Free Methodist Center at the Haggard Graduate School of Theology was established by the
Southern California Conference of the FM Church in partnership with Azusa Pacific University to
provide support for the Free Methodist students in the seminary at APU. In addition to training,
equipping, and mentoring students for godly, competent ministry, the FMC functions to provide a
link between APU and local churches. This includes bringing the resources of the university to the
churches and placing HGST graduates where they are most suited to minister. In keeping with the
Wesleyan tradition, the Free Methodist Center emphasizes the significance of Scripture, reason,
tradition, and experience as the bases for growing in stature with God and humans and becoming
thoroughly Christian. The FMC director, Dr. Karen Strand Winslow is an elder in the Free Methodist
Church, and a professor of biblical studies at the seminary. Dr. Winslow will be writing the
commentary for 1 and 2 Kings for the New Beacon Bible Commentary . Recently Professor
Winslow was asked to be on the editorial committee for the Global Wesleyan Theological
Dictionary also to be published by Beacon Press. Professor Winslow is the co-editor of the Old
Testament books of the forthcoming Wesley Study Bible and she wrote the annotations to the
book of Numbers for that volume. Watch for the imminent availability of the Wesley Study Bible by
Abingdon Press. In addition to the notes by biblical scholars, the WSB will have explanations of
biblical themes and concepts by Wesleyan theologians and pastors.
